A2 Requirements for Business Studies

In order to succeed at A2 Level, you must do the following:

· Keep your notes from lessons in an organised way

· Hand in homework promptly
· Read the textbook as the topics are taught- you cannot just rely on lesson notes

· Catch up work missed due to absences, including doing any homework

· For problem topics:
a. Read the textbook

b. Use Business Interactive (programme in Business accessible in L14)

c. Discuss with other students

d. Arrange to see Ms Hardy or Mr Edgoose
· Watch relevant Business Programmes eg Thursday 8.00pm C4 “Risking it All”, “Back to the Floor”, “Trouble at the Top”, “Working Lunch”…
· Attend revision sessions
· Work for AS retakes (NB it is easier to score well at AS than at A2, so make the most of retake opportunities)

· Be familiar with how questions are marked.  See Unit 88 onwards

· Follow 3 large companies throughout the year eg M&S, British Airways and Tesco.  The BBC website, Radio 4 “Today” programme and evening news are useful for this
· Consider buying a revision guide- look in Business Review for one you like.  I think Unit guides from Philip Allan Updates are very good

Your grades will improve further if you also:

· Order and read Business Review.  Many relevant articles and tips for exams

· Read past copies of Business Review- many in library

· Read the Grocer magazine in the library
· Practice exam questions from booklets and mark them yourself.  NB mark schemes and examiner’s comments are on http://www.aqa.org.uk/qual/gceasa/bus_assess.html for exams back to and including January 2002
